
 



 

The U.S. District Court for the Middle Dis-
trict of Pennsylvania will hold its fourth 
Bench/Bar Conference on September 22-23, 
2016, at the luxurious Skytop Lodge in 
Skytop, Pennsylvania. In addition to the op-
portunity to meet and socialize with judges 
and other members of the bar, we will offer 
4.5 hours of CLE credit. 

 

Conference attire is casual for all Thursday’s 
activities including dinner. Friday’s dress code 
is business casual. 

 

 

Space is limited to 150 participants. Be-
cause the court is subsidizing a portion of the 
conference costs from its attorney admissions 
fund, first preference will be given to attor-
neys generally admitted to the Middle District 
bar. The cost of the Bench/Bar Conference is 
an all-inclusive rate of $285.00 per partici-
pant, and includes conference sessions, over-
night accommodations and three exquisite 
meals (dinner, breakfast and lunch). This fee 
must be paid in advance to Skytop and is re-
fundable if cancelled prior to September 14, 
2013. 

 

Adult guests staying in the participant's 
room will incur a charge of $123 per guest, 
which includes room and meals. Space for 
guests at conference events is limited and 
cannot be guaranteed for all events. 

Attendance by children is discouraged.

are registered with the court, you must con-
tact Skytop at 855-345-7759 to reserve your 
room accommodations.  Please be sure to 
mention you are with the "U.S. District Court 
Middle District" group when calling. 

 
Remember you MUST contact Skytop and 

reserve your room within 48 hours or your 
registration with the court will expire and you 
will need to re-register. 

 
Check-in time is 4:00 PM on September 22, 

2016. Participants arriving early in the day are 
reminded that rooms are often not ready un-
til mid-afternoon. Every effort will be made to 
accommodate early arrivals, but since the 
Lodge's check-out time is 11:00 AM, early oc-
cupancy may not be possible. 

 

 

Participants may choose to stay up to three 
days before or after the conference at a spe-
cially negotiated rate of $341.40 per person 
per day. This rate includes accommodations 

and three meals in the Windsor Dining Room 
(tax and service charge included).
